The
mechanical tool engages the jaws of a meter socket and will indicate a gap or significant loss of jaw pre-load, which can
result in electrical arcing, failure, or fire.

Read indicator whether meter socket jaw is good or bad (see left).

GOOD
If the red indication does not appear on the Hot Socket Gap Indicator, it implies
that the meter socket jaw does not have a significant gap/loss of spring force.

0 BAD

A red indication on the Hot Socket Gap Indicator implies the meter socket jaw has
a significant gap/loss of spring force and is unsafe for continued use.
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
